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Terms of Reference
Videographer
Showcasing the impact of VAW/GBV intervention in Health Sector
Background

UNFPA is seeking the services of a professional filmmaker. The filmmaker will assist the organisation to document strong stories showcasing the supporting system of the survivors of violence against women and gender-based violence accessing services at the hospital and/or local authority and their community home. 
The footage will highlight the urgent need to end gender-based violence and harmful practices which is one of the three transformative goals of UNFPA. In Cambodia, while an estimated one in five women aged 15 to 49 has experienced physical violence since the age of 15, so many of them have experienced more than one form of violence including emotional and sexual violence. 

Worsely, 49% of women who had experienced physical or sexual intimate partner violence do not talk to anyone. This video is about the person’s story behind data. It will showcase necessary services that survivors accessed in their community and this can be used to advocate, raise awareness and mobilize multisectoral support to end VAW/GBV. 
UNFPA is open to creative ideas and proposals from the videographer. Women filmmakers are strongly encouraged to apply. 

Under the supervision of UNFPA, the filmmaker will be required to: 
· Capture high-resolution footage of VAW, GBV, and services in their community.
· Film human interest stories and interviews in a creative format;  

· Caption each piece of footage with specific details such as the location taken, name of the subject, activity, quote and any other relevant information;

· Provide UNFPA with a strong visual story to highlight the urgent need to end VAW/GBV.
Skills, experience and qualifications required
· Minimum of three years of professional experience working as a filmmaker; 

· A strong, highly creative and unique portfolio with published works;
· Good communication skills, sensitivity to others and strong coordination skills;  

· Ownership or possession of professional filmmaking equipment, including a range of professional lenses, filters, tripod, lights and professional audio equipment; 
· Proven track record in video post-production in line with industry standards, including access to, and fluency in Premiere Pro and After Effects; 
· Availability and willingness to travel at short notice; 
· Women are strongly encouraged to apply. 
Assignment duration

The assignment will cover 2 weeks inclusive of field work and editing.
Expected outputs 

The expected outputs will be:

· An agreed concept and logistics proposal for the film project;
· High-quality footage and edited version that meet the core objective of the project; 
·  Subject release forms signed by parents or legal guardians of children under the age of 18 must be delivered to UNFPA together with the edited footage. 
Reporting 

The successful candidate will be supervised by UNFPA and work closely with UNFPA’s country communications team including regional’s as necessary. 
Intellectual property
All information and images pertaining to this project will belong to UNFPA who shall have exclusive rights over their use. Both UNFPA and the filmmaker will adhere to international copyright law. The filmmaker can use any footage for his or her portfolio. 
Contractual arrangements and supervision

The filmmaker will be hired under UNFPA’s term of a contract and managed by solely for the purpose of delivering the above outputs. 
UNFPA shall provide the necessary support to the filmmaker in order to execute the assignment during the duration of the consultancy. These shall include: 

· Briefings and support to develop concept and storyline; 

· Travel within country to the field with UNFPA staff using UNFPA’s vehicle.
The videographer shall be responsible for their own lodging fees, meals, tax deductions, medical insurance and security during the assignment. 
Remuneration

Payment shall be made in two instalments: 

· 50% upon delivery of the concept and logistics plan; 
· 50% – the final payment – upon submission of the final outputs, incorporating suggestions and recommendations from UNFPA.  
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
