· Quality GBV Services: Capacity building to frontline service providers in response to GBV and bridging the gap between GBV services and the community (right holders).

· Social Norm Change: Raising awareness on GBV and SRHR, addressing the root causes of violence through community outreach, engaging men, and boys.

· Evidence Generation: Conducting research to inform policies.

Priority 3: Empowering Adolescents and Youth - Enhance skills and opportunities for youth by:

· Addressing harmful social and gender norms.

· Youth Support Groups: Strengthening peer support groups.

· Digital Platforms: Expanding the "Youth App" for SRHR information.

· Evidence-Based Programs: Researching models for preventing teen pregnancy and early marriage.

Priority 4: Enhancing Data 
Improve data analysis and use for national policies by:

· Knowledge Management and Evidence Generation: Conducting research to inform and improve the implementation of policies related to population.

Cross-cutting: Advocacy & Communications

· The long-term public advocacy and strategic communication for behavior change campaigns.
· Short-term awareness raising campaign through social media platforms and events based-on relevant national and international days.

· Media outreach and engagement

· Community Outreach campaigns

· Public/Programme Events Management

· Produce knowledge management and communications products (audio/visual/digital/print)
